OEEE accepting criticism

AUDIENCE: my peer group

PURPOSE: to help them accept criticism
FORMAT: expository paragraph

Your Creation

Writing and expressing a part of yourself is a great joy, but to. request
and accept criticism of something so personal is one of the most difficult things
you may have to experience. Imagine taking your newborn baby to a family gathering
for inspection, where your experienced aunt (a mother of elight) states that his
face i1s still blue, his nose is rather flat, his ears stick out, and his head has
an odd shape. Your English teacher, who has conceived and given birth to many
essays, may remind you of this learned aunt as she scrutinizes your essay and points
out that your introduction.is wordy, that your third sentence has a comma splice,
and that your dangling modifier and split infinitive are not acceptable. Your
inability to sever yourself from your conception in order to accept her criticism
may force you to defend your creation by protesting that the sweat and labour
involved in writing an essay 1s in itself worthy of recognition and congratulations.
But think again. Your teacher is not your aunt. She does take into account the
labour you have put into your creation; she does recognize the worth of your efforts.
When you recognize that your teacher is not a fault-finder, you will be able to
accept criticism, question what you disagree with, and appreciate the joys of

revision.

Assignment Layout
1) In the top left-hand corner of your assignment, both rough and good copies, include a list of the writing variables and your name.  This information will assist your editors in their feedback sessions.
2) Make sure you INDENT the first line of your paragraph!

3) The piece of writing itself should be DOUBLE-SPACED with margins on the right and left.  The space is particularly helpful during the revision process, so that you and/or your editors have room to write any additions, instructions or suggestions for a further rewrite.

4) The final piece of writing should be carefully positioned on the paper in order to represent an impressive, polished copy to your intended reader.
5) Most assignments should have a title.  Some assignments such as reports and research essays may require a title page, table of contents or bibliography.  In all cases, present your work neatly; the readers will appreciate the care you have taken.
Following is a student model.  Notice how it is set up.  You should use the suggestions above when you hand in your work to be peer or teacher edited.
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
