Independent Study Project
Through the careful study of a novel and a movie OR short story, students will apply the skills and insight acquired during the semester.  After reading a novel, students will explore a theme from the text and a movie/short story that reflects the same theme.  They will demonstrate methods of analysis taught in class to complete short writing assignments, an oral presentation and a formal literary comparative essay.

STEP #1:
Choose a Canadian novel from the list provided.  Only ONE student per class may choose any one novel.
NOTE:  Your final essay will be due at the end of the semester.  However, novels borrowed from the SJAM Library will be due earlier in the semester.  Therefore, it is HIGHLY RECOMMENDED (though not required) that you PURCHASE a copy of your novel.

STEP #2:
Novel review.  Complete a brief review of your novel, consisting primarily of a brief synopsis and your own personal critique.  This will help students completing this assignment in the future select a novel that will suit their own interests.
STEP #3:
Theme-related quotations.  Identify a minimum of THREE themes within your novel.  For each of these themes, choose THREE to FIVE quotations from the book that demonstrate these ideas.

STEP #4:
Dramatic monologue.  You will prepare and present a dramatic monologue in which you assume the role of one of the characters in the novel you read.  Give a speech from the character’s point of view about a particularly important moment in the novel.  Each presentation should be approximately FIVE minutes in length.  Creativity and effort will be rewarded! 

STEP #5:
Analyze a selected movie script or short story.  Watch/Read and study a movie or short story that has one of the more central themes that you identified within the novel in STEP #3.  You will complete an analysis of this movie script/short story.  YOU MAY NOT SELECT A SHORT STORY PREVIOUSLY STUDIED IN CLASS.
STEP #6:
Detailed essay outline.  Before you begin writing your essay, create an essay outline based on the central theme you identified in STEP #5 that illustrates your brainstorming of the relationship between the novel and the movie/short story.  This will also serve as preparation for your final essay.
STEP #7:
Write an essay.  You will write a formal literary comparative essay which compares the novel and the movie/short story you selected and their relationship with a central theme.  The essay should follow MLA format guidelines and MUST include a “List of Works Cited” page documenting your resources.
ASSIGNMENT REQUIREMENTS
· The final copies of each piece of writing must be TYPED, DOUBLE-SPACED and in proper MLA FORMAT.
· All assignments are to be submitted to both GOOGLE CLASSROOM and TURNITIN.COM.
· Students who do not submit their work on time will be required to fill in a Late Work Contract and will be assigned an alternate due date. 
· The penalties for plagiarism will be administered according to the school’s policies.
