Dramatic Monologue
The second required component for the ENG 3UI Independent Study is to PREPARE and DELIVER a dramatic monologue from the perspective of one of the main characters in your novel.  
STEP #1:  Select a character from your novel with whom you can relate and/or identify or whom you simply find interesting. Choosing a MAIN character is usually beneficial because you are able to gain more insight about him/her by examining what he/she says, how he/she behaves and how he/she reacts to experiences throughout the entire novel.

STEP #2:  Select an important moment or event (whether it be dramatic, exciting, emotional, etc.) experienced by the character you’ve selected. With your character’s personality and attributes in mind, prepare a dramatic monologue of approximately FIVE (5) MINUTES to show how he/she deals with this experience. This monologue must be WRITTEN IN YOUR OWN WORDS (DO NOT refer to outside resources such as Coles Notes or the Internet) and should effectively INTRODUCE YOUR CHARACTER and give insight to one of your novel’s MAIN THEMES. Remember, this is a dramatic MONOLOGUE, so there will be no communication with other characters or the audience.
STEP #3:  The final stage of this assignment is to present your dramatic monologue to the class! You must begin with a brief introduction in which you tell the audience your CHARACTER’S NAME and HIS/HER ROLE IN YOUR NOVEL as well as describe the CONTEXT in which your monologue is to occur.
Your dramatic monologue should be approximately FIVE (5) MINUTES in length (including introduction). It does NOT need to be memorized, and you may use cue cards, but some effort should be made to partially memorize your lines. DO NOT NARRATE or SUMMARIZE part of your novel, but rather SHOW your character responding to his/her experiences (speak about events from a FIRST-PERSON PERSPECTIVE and in the PRESENT TENSE). You may use PROPS, COSTUMES, BODY LANGUAGE, FACIAL GESTURES, TONE, ACTING, APPROPRIATE DICTION, MOVEMENT and SPACE IN THE CLASSROOM to communicate your thoughts and feelings.
Submission of your written assignment must meet the following requirements:
· Your good copy must be TYPED, DOUBLE-SPACED and completed using GOOGLE DOCS
· The good copy must also include your Dramatic Monologue INTRODUCTION
· Your completed assignment must be submitted to GOOGLE CLASSROOM and TURNITIN.COM
