1) Create a list of issues/topics you think are priorities to those who attend church regularly.  Why do you think these issues/topics are important to church-goers?
2) What qualities will church-goers want to promote in society?
3) Create a list of qualities promoted in religious texts such as The Bible, The Qur’an, The Torah, Kabbalah, etc.
4) Which elements of the music video in question challenge or threaten the priorities or qualities identified in questions 1, 2 and/or 3?  How?
INTERPRETATIONS

5) How can the music video be interpreted based solely on its images and visual aspects?  Does this interpretation strengthen or detract from your argument?  How?
6) How can the music video be interpreted based on its lyrics?  Does this interpretation strengthen or detract from your argument?  How?
7) What message, social or otherwise, does the music video present?  How does it either strengthen or detract from your argument?
DEFENDING YOUR VIEWS

8) Which groups do you expect to be the most offended by your opinions?  How will they respond?  How can you defend against these attacks?
9) What solutions are there to your concerns other than simply choosing to either air or ban the video?  What are the pros and cons of each alternative?
10) What alternative solutions do you think those opposing your suggestions will offer?  How can you defend against these?
11) What arguments will other groups supporting your opinion have that you can use?  How can you “twist” them to support your own specific values?
