The Olympians Activity
RESEARCH

For this activity, each student (or pair of students) will be assigned one of the Greek Olympians.  Your primary job is to research the god/goddess you’ve been assigned and answer the following questions:
· What is your god’s/goddess’ name?

· What is he/she the god/goddess of? (may be multiple answers)
· What is his/her symbol? (may be multiple answers)
· Who are his/her parents?
· What does he/she look like?  How does he/she behave?

SUMMARIZE A STORY

Each student (or pair of students) must also find a short story involving their god/goddess and write a brief SUMMARY of the story in a paragraph no more than FIVE (5) sentences in length.  In addition, students need to answer the following question about the stories they’ve chosen:

· According to the definitions you’ve been given, why is this story a good example of a myth?

GOOGLE SLIDES

In order to present your research, create a Google Slides presentation, using one slide for each question. Your slideshow should also contain your story summary. To make your project more interesting and exciting, find pictures displaying APPROPRIATE and accurate pictures of your god/goddess and the symbols which represent them. Each slide should contain AT LEAST ONE (1) PICTURE, and the pictures should present both classical and modernized interpretations of your character. In addition, title the last page “Sources,” and cut-and-paste the web addresses of sites you used there.
PRESENTATION

After completing this work, each student (or pair of students) will present the information about their god/goddess to the class. Make sure this information is read clearly and slowly so that your classmates can record the answers on own charts.
In addition, each student (or pair of students) must read their story summary.
AUDIENCE RESPONSIBILITY

Apart from the audience’s normal responsibilities (e.g. paying attention, not talking, etc.), those listening to the presentations are to make sure they complete their own “The Olympians” charts by recording the necessary information about each god/goddess.  HINT: This would be a perfect handout on which to give a quiz!
