Quick Cuts
Writing out all of the GIVEN and REQUESTED takes a long time.  When you have mastered SNAPPING and only have a short amount of time to answer questions, you will need to use a “Quick Cut.”  This is the fastest way to snap a question.  Quick Cuts “cut” down on the writing so you can get to work answering the question.  After you have mastered Quick Cutting questions on paper, you will start to quick cut questions in your head.  You will be amazed at how fast and focused you can get with questions after you have mastered Quick Cutting!

How to Quick Cut:
1) Circle the question word(s) with their directive words.

(Remember, there can be more than one REQUESTED or directive in a question!)

2) Write the REQUESTED information above what was circled.

3) Underline the “key” GIVEN information in the question.

Example: Who has the world’s biggest toe?

THE LONG WAY


GIVEN – There is a person who has the world’s biggest toe.


REQUESTED – Who is that person?

THE QUICK CUT WAY


Who  has the world’s biggest toe?
