Creating Image

The packaging for music is almost as important as the music itself, particularly for new bands.  For example, the first thing a potential buyer is introduced to is an album’s cover.  Elements of the cover, such as COLOURS, GRAPHICS and FONTS, create an overall composition which can either attract or repel an individual.  These components are carefully chosen and can work together to help a band establish the image that it wants to project to the public.
YOUR TASK: Each member of the class is to select a band name from those listed below.  With the help of the handout “The Language of Colour” and the experience you gained from the “Album Cover Analysis” assignment, create an album cover for the band which projects an image appropriate given its name.  Your album cover MUST incorporate colour(s), graphics/ pictures/designs and fonts that work together to create an image that will make the intended target audience want to buy the product.  In addition, your album must have a catchy title appropriate to your band’s intended image.

NOTE: Your final product must be no smaller than a standard CD cover.
