INDEPENDENT NOVEL STUDY
During the first half of the semester, you are required to find and read a fiction novel of your own choosing.   It MUST be a novel you have NOT read before, approximately TWO HUNDRED (200) PAGES in length and approved by your teacher. For this independent study, you are to complete the following:
1) Read your novel, taking note of key quotations, symbols, conflicts, themes and character developments.

2) Create an INFOGRAPHIC (more information to follow) about your ISU and post it to your Weebly site on your ISU page. You can use whatever means/tool you like to create your visual essay or infographic. You may want to check out the free infographic-making site “Piktochart” (http://piktochart.com) or a tool like Google Drawing. Make sure you include images that represent key symbols, themes, conflicts, characters or settings from your novel, as well as THREE (3) to FOUR (4) properly referenced key quotations.
3) Include two paragraphs with your infographic on your ISU Weebly page.
· The first paragraph should briefly help explain your infographic. Discuss your choice of visuals and relevance of your chosen quotations.
· The second paragraph should help convince readers why they should read YOUR ISU for their next book or summer read. Be sure to use persuasive techniques in your writing to help convince readers that your book is the best!
4) Include a comment section on your ISU page, so those who visit can leave feedback and or constructive criticism (instructions on viewing other student’s ISU pages will be explained later in the semester).  

5) Deliver a THREE (3) to FOUR (4) minute oral presentation to the class using the following criteria:
VISUAL AID EXPLANATION:

· Briefly explain the relevance of your chosen symbols in your visual aid.
TEXT-to-SELF:
· Describe a significant connection you have made between the text and your own life and/or experiences.
· Include specific examples which relate to characters, conflict and/or themes.
TEXT-to-WORLD:

· Describe a significant connection you have made between the text and events which have happened in the past or are currently occurring around the world.
CONCLUSION:

· Give an evaluative comment about the text.
· Express your opinion about the novel with evidence from the text.
