Read It! Snap It!
All questions have TWO (2) parts: the REQUESTED and the GIVEN.

REQUESTED
The requested part of a question “requests” information from you.  This is the part everyone usually knows about.  The requested part of the question tells you WHAT to look for in your brain or a document.  The REQUESTED is ultimately the question you need to answer.
GIVEN
The given part of a question “gives” you information that you can use to answer the question.  This is the part of a question that most people overlook.  The given part of the question tells you WHERE to look in your brain or in a document.
HINT: Use your “Type of Requested Information” sheet to match up the QUESTION WORD with the REQUESTED to tell you what you’re looking for!
There are FOUR (4) steps to answering a question:

1) The first step is reading the question completely.  It is important to do this step before you read or listen to a story.  Knowing the questions will guide your understanding of the document.  The questions will let you know what is important and what is not.

2) The second step is SNAPPING the question into its two (2) parts: the GIVEN and the REQUESTED.  The best way to snap a question is by circling the question word and writing what is REQUESTED above it.  Then you can underline the key GIVEN information.

3) The third step is matching the GIVEN from the snapping question to the document to find the REQUESTED.  You need to find a “match” between the key GIVEN words in the question to words in the document.  Making this match will help you find where the REQUESTED is located.

4) The fourth and final step is answering the question.  After you have matched the GIVEN from the question to the story, you will know where to look for the REQUESTED.  The answer will most likely be in the same sentence or within a paragraph above or below the match.  Always check the answer you have found to see that it fits the REQUESTED.
