Research Tips
1) Get started with your research EARLY!  Never leave it to the last minute, or else you will run out of time and have to rush.

2) Only use TRUSTWORTHY SOURCES.  If you’re researching on the Internet, make sure that you use professional, well-established sites.

3) Although WIKIPEDIA can be a very useful source, it can not always be trusted.  Anyone can add information to this site, and therefore the material is not always correct.

4) Use SEARCH ENGINES like Google to help you expand your research.  Sometimes rephrasing your ideas and typing in different entries will help discover something you may have otherwise missed!

5) Don’t just rely on the Internet for your information.  Use BOOKS and ENCYCLOPEDIAS whenever you can, because they are almost always guaranteed to be trustworthy.

6) Make sure you CROSS-REFERENCE your findings.  If you discover that several believable sources have the same information, there’s a greater chance that you can trust it to be accurate and true.

7) When researching, ASK LOTS OF QUESTIONS!  Don’t be afraid to speak to people who may know where you can find the answers to questions you might have, like parents, teachers and librarians.
8) In order to avoid PLAGIARISM, keep track of the websites and books you use while researching a project.  In addition, don’t just print off pages of useful material.  Instead, try to write down the important information you find in your own words.
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
