4) Create a PLOT GRAPH for your story.  Use details from the story with specific references to the important events.  Be sure to identify the main parts of plot development (e.g. introduction, inciting incident, rising action, climax, falling action, resolution).

5) Locate THREE (3) quotations/sentences in the story that each serve one (1) of the following purposes [you must find ONE (1) quotation for each]:
a) helps tell the reader about a character in the story
b) helps create a picture of the story’s setting
c) helps present the story’s theme/lesson
For each one, you must (i) record the quotation along with the answers to your other questions, and (ii) explain how it helps accomplish the purpose for which it’s been chosen.
