Writing a News Report
A news report is a FACTUAL and OBJECTIVE report about an event.  It should not include your personal opinion.  A news report is written in the INVERTED PYRAMID STYLE shown below with the MOST IMPORTANT FACTS GIVEN FIRST.

Your headline states the article’s topic and should be short and attention-grabbing (e.g. “High school not opening”).
When you are writing a news report, begin with the basic facts – WHO, WHAT, WHEN, WHERE, WHY, HOW.  Make sure the first sentence gives a clear statement of the most important facts.  Afterwards, include supporting details.

Include TWO or THREE quotations from witnesses to support the story.  Your first quotation should appear around the midway point of your article.
KEEP YOUR WRITING SIMPLE AND THE PARAGRAPHS SHORT.
INVERTED PYRAMID STYLE
A method of writing a news report in which story details appear in descending order of importance: the most important (and general) information appears at the beginning of the article and the least important (and specific) appears at the end.
