· Your rough work is to be completed using Google Docs and submitted individually in Google Classroom.
PART TWO
· Choose ONE (1) of the three (3) writing assignments to edit carefully, polish and submit for intensive evaluation.

· Select the piece that you feel has the most potential after editing or the one you feel is your best effort.

· Your polished piece should be TYPED, DOUBLE-SPACED and designated with a star at the top.  This paragraph will be evaluated for its structure, its fulfillment of your stated purpose and your use of appropriate writing techniques and mechanics.
· Use at least TWO (2) DIFFERENT RHETORICAL DEVICES in your polished piece.  Place a footnote number beside each device.  In the accompanying footnote, identify the type of device used and what effect you hoped to achieve by using it.

· A PRINTED PAPER COPY of your final good copy is to be submitted for evaluation along with a copy of the marking scheme. It must also be submitted electronically to TURNITIN.COM before being evaluated.
