Creation Myths
A CREATION MYTH usually tells the story of how life, animals or the world was brought into existence.  The people who first developed these myths did not have science to tell them how things were formed. We know that the sun rises and sets, that we live on one planet of several in a solar system and we are aware of the rules and laws governing our world (e.g. gravity).  To our society, creation myths are wonderful stories, but we don’t believe in them the same way that the ancient societies that invented them did.
